10.   LICENCE STATUS:

Class 3B, 3C, and V24 - Two RYA National Licences provisional or better per boat.   RYA Event Licence or better for Co-Driver. Basic Production Boats – RYA  Event Licence or better for both the driver and co-driver and all riding crew - minimum 2 per boat.  Not eligible for National Racing.
Age Regulations as per PB1/09 Section C8  page 9 
Event Licences:  Event Licences are primarily issued at Race Control on event to ‘casual users’ of the sport i.e. those competitors who want to participate in events  during the race season. (It has now been agreed that a Full Basic Licence may be purchased from the RYA with effect from July 2006)   It is now the requirement for new comers to produce a CV of their boating experience and photographic identification at Race Control before the Event Licence is issued.  Event Licences £60.00 purchased from Race Control.

The following restrictions apply:  1 x Event Licence is valid for the duration of one event.  The Event Race Secretary with the assistance of the Chief Scruitineer to assess the competitors’ CVs and capabilities.  Event Licence holders do not qualify for national points.
11.   ORDA CHAMPIONSHIP
National class boats/drivers competing in this Championship must comply with their National Class rules in all respects.

Entrants for the ORDA Championship must be members of ORDA  The joining fee for ORDA is £50.00.  Crews will not be allowed to race without being a Club member.

14.   ORDA CHAMPIONSHIP POINT SCORING SYSTEM :

1
Points will be awarded to all boats that cross the start line commencing a race

2
1st place to be awarded 400 points, each subsequent placing reducing by 10%

3
Points to be awarded to each boat, regardless of driver or navigator

4
Points will be awarded to all starters who later retire regardless of distance covered.

5
No points to be awarded for any boat that is disqualified due to technical infringement or not properly completing the race course.

6
All races are to count towards the boat’s total points for the Season

7
If a boat cannot attend a race because they are competing in an International Event where there is a conflict of dates, the boat will be awarded points for that heat equal to their average points scored to date, or the next race result of a similar status.

In the event of a tie in final points places, reference PB1/2009 N7
This points system offers more opportunities for boats to be in with a chance of  winning up to the last races, than any other formula.  Points will only be awarded at ORDA Events during 2009, these are Torquay May 09, and Torquay August 09 and Cowes 2009, for Classes 3B, 3C and V24.
ORDA  Championship Winners,  1st, 2nd and 3rd in each class will be recognised at the ORDA Dinner Dance to be held at the Chilworth Manor Hotel  January 2010 The ORDA AGM will take place at 2.00 p.m. on this day and we welcome all to attend  your input in very important to us. 
15.   PARKING ARRANGEMENTS:

All boats should proceed to the Pit Area at Beacon Hill Car Park, Torquay, and any time after 12 noon on Friday 31 July 2009 .  Entry to the pit area is permitted by a car-parking permit, which will be issued by post or at Race Control upon signing in for the event. .  (Failure to produce this pass will result in NO ENTRY to the facilities provided.)  Parking permits will be issued per boat.  

PLEASE NOTE:  All boats are to park under the jurisdiction of the Chief Marshal only.  Boats will be directed to their designated parking areas.   It is important that directions are followed to ensure all tow vehicles can be parked to enable crews to work on their boats if required. Parking facilities have been made available in the lower deck car park at Beacon Hill. 

Arrangements have been made for the classes to park their boats as follows:  

All Classes will park their boats on Haldon Pier.  Parking for tow vehicles- Top Deck Area of Beacon Hill Car Park Torquay.
No boats are allowed to fire their engines in the dry pits area.

16.   REPORTING AND SIGNING IN:

On Friday 31 July 2009 from 14.00 hrs to 17.00 hrs, and Saturday I August 2009 from 09.00 hrs to 17.00 hrs and Sunday 2 August 2009 from 09.00 a.m. to 17.00 hrs at the Race Control Office situated at the Royal Torbay Yacht Club, Beacon Hill, and Torquay.  

Parental permission is required, in writing, for any competitor under the age of 18.
17.   PRE RACE SCRUTINEERING:

Scruitineering for all classes will take place from 14.00 hrs Friday 31 July 2009 as per Event Timetable.  There will be limited scrutineering on Sunday morning. 

It is the responsibility of the crew to collect their Scrutineering Card from Race Control when signing in, and to contact the scruitneers.
Note:  Following the  K Class  incident of 2005 and the subsequent miab invesigation the rya have been told to make a mandatory standard and not a recommendation for helments.  Therefore following a commisioned survey by quinetiq the minimum standard is now to bs6658 or higher and can include snell standards. The efficiency of helmets, safety vests and protective clothing is the sole responsibility of the wearer and must be worn throughout the race by all persons on board.  Unless otherwise stated at Driver’s briefing, all persons on board must wear crash helmets at any time when the boat is on the plane during the journey and to and from the race, and during the race.  Competitors should also be aware that passing scrutineering does not constitute a condition survey of the craft and it is the sole responsibility of each boat’s drivers to decide whether or not to start or to continue in any powerboat race.

18.   FUELLING:

Boats must arrive fuelled.  No re-fuelling is permitted in either the wet or dry pits area.  However, there is a Fuelling Berth available in the Marina to enable you to refuel between races, also on this occasion The Harbour Master has also granted permission for a controlled fuelling bay on Haldon Pier which will be policed by the Chief Marshall. 
19.   LAUNCHING:

Launching from Haldon Pier utilising 1 crane Sunday only, and the slipway 
PLEASE NOTE ALL BOATS WILL BE TOWED TO AND FROM THE LAUNCHING AREA BY PIT MARSHALS.  

HARD HATS MUST BE WORN IN THE CRANE AREA AT ALL TIMES.  Crane
launching is under the strict control of the Crane Director and all teams must co-operate with the marshals and harbour authorities.

20.   MANDATORY INSTRUCTIONS FROM THE HARBOUR MASTER:

“SPEED:  Dead slow at all times in Torquay Harbour until clear of the Fairway Buoy.  The wash from a boat at speed might endanger other craft or property and offenders are liable to prosecution.  Maximum speed is 5 knots”.

This rule must be adhered to at all times and anyone seen contravening this would be subject to disqualification and possible disciplinary action.
21.   DRIVERS BRIEFING:

Drivers Briefings for all Classes will take place at the Royal Torbay Yacht Club as per Event Time Table.

22.   RACE START:

The Race start times for all classes at the event  as per Race Time Table.  

For all offshore classes, the starting procedure will be as per RYA F13 rules.  The start procedure will be described at Drivers’ Briefings.  

The Start Boats will be described at Drivers’ Briefings and will lead all boats from the Marina in a small parade, prior to proceeding to the muster area.  The harbour entrance will have a controlled 5 minutes closure prior to the start of the race, to ensure minimal boat traffic on the start line.
23.   LATE STARTERS:

All late starters must keep clear of race marks and courses until all the race boats have cleared the start.  No competitor starting more than 5 minutes after the official starting time will be counted as an official starter.
