POINTS SYSTEM FOR MARATHON RACING – 2009.
The RYA have agreed the following on 12th August:

The points system used for Marathon racing 2009 is taken from the UIM Pleasure and Navigation Rules, RYA and PB1, as follows.

Competitors taking part in all three events will be eligible for National Points. For a class to be eligible for full national points there must be two or more boats racing in that class in each of the three events.

If a starter is the only starter in a class or sub-division, that starter may be awarded 40 points only.  [PB1 Rule N6 (8)]
Points will be awarded to the Boat.

Points will only be awarded to boats that have completed the course and taken the chequered flag.  [PB1 Rule N6 (9)]
When heats are run, the classification is done as follows:

1 -  400pts


11 -  22 pts

2 -  300 pts


12 -  17pts

3 -  225 pts


13 -  13 pts

4 -  169 pts


14 -  09 pts

5 -  127 pts


15 -  07 pts

6 -    85 pts


16 -  05 pts

In the event of a tie on points, the highest number of wins will decide the Championship.  
If there is still a tie then 2nd places will be taken into consideration and so on.  If this does not split the tie then the result from the longest race will be taken into consideration and so on.  (PB1 Rule N7)
The National Champion Driver & Navigator of the winning boat can be taken from any given class classification within the Marathon rules depending on points awarded.
