RACE STATUS: 


International for Marathon Classes, 

RYA British National for Class III C & B.

4 Nations Championship.

RYA Invitation Club for RIBS, and Sports boats. 

 
RACE CONTROL: Situated at  Sunseeker Marina Complex, Quay West Marina, West Quay Road, 
        Poole  BH15 1HX.

  
ENTRIES:   National Races as per the Series rules.

The relevant Entry Form for each race entered must be completed, signed and sent to the R.M.Y.C. by 7th August accompanied by the correct race Entry Fee.  No late entries will be accepted for the National Races after this date.  Later entries into the Invitation Club Race may be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee.  
Entry fees payable to ‘R.M.Y.C.’ are:

Marathon – All Classes = £350.00. 
Classes III, 4 Nations = £200.00.
Invitation Club:  Unlimited (over 250HP) = £200.00.  F1 & F2 (up to 250HP) = £125.00. 

If the race/s have to be cancelled, the Entry Fee is non-refundable.

 
PIT AREAS AND PARKING ARRANGEMENTS: 


WET PITS:  Dolphin Yacht Haven, Poole Town Quay, BH15 1HJ – 50° 42.42N;  01° 59.05W

DRY PITS:  Car Park at Sunseeker Marina Complex, West Quay Road, Poole, BH15 1HX.


Parking is strictly limited to one tow vehicle per boat entry.  One RMYC Parking Permit will be issued in 

advance to each team arriving by road.   
Campers/motor homes will only be permitted by making prior arrangements with Bob Eddings.

No transfer of fuel is permitted in the pit areas or launching areas.  All smoking of any type is prohibited in both pit and launching areas.  This must be adhered to at all times; offenders will be penalised.

  
LAUNCHING:   From 08.00. Sunday.

By crane at Sunseeker International (next to Sunseeker Marina Complex).   Restricted area, access for authorised

               persons only.

Note - hard hats or helmets must be worn in the craning area. 
  Competitors must obey instructions from the Marshals when manoevouring to and from the crane site.

PLEASE NOTE:
Poole Lifting Bridge has a maximum height restriction of 2.19m at mean high water when the bridge is down.
There is a digital display of current minimum clearance as you approach the bridge, varying from 4.5m at lowest tide to 2.19 at high tide.
Scheduled bridge lifting times for boats to pass unrestricted are:

05.30;  06.30;  07.30;  09.30;  10.30;  12.30;  14.30;  16.30;  17.30;  18.30;  19.30;  21.30;  23.45.

At popular times, these lifts can last for 30 minutes.

It takes up to 40 minutes to navigate from the Bridge through the Harbour entrance/exit to the Muster Area. 

 
NOISE AND SPEED RESTRICTIONS:

R.Y.A. legislation:  "Competitors are requested to refrain from starting their engines unless absolutely necessary before proceeding to the mustering area".  Competitors must observe all Harbour Speed Limits and Bye Laws at all times. No boat may travel at more than 10 knots whilst in Poole Harbour and its approaches. Caution and 6 knot speed limit from Holes Bay, through the Little Channel until passed Poole Quay.  Severe penalties and possible civil prosecution will be incurred for disregarding these speed limits.  

 
OFFICIAL PRACTICE:   There is NO official practice during this event.

 
DRIVERS' BRIEFINGS:   Mandatory – 09.00. Sunday.

At Race Control.  Signing-in will commence 15 minutes before the Briefing.

All crew for each race boat must sign in to and attend the entire briefing.   

Penalty for absence is disqualification and will preclude starting the race. 
Breathaliser and drug tests may be given.    
 
RACE START TIME:   11.30. Sunday.
Start 1 = All Marathon Class boats.

Start 2 = All other classes.

Start 3 = 4 Nations classes

LATE STARTERS: 
Any Marathon Class boat unable to take Start 1 must wait in the Muster Area until Start 3 is completed.  Then and only with permission from the OOD, the Marathon boat may commence racing.
For National Classes any boats starting more than 10 minutes after the official start time will be counted as a non-starter.

RACE MARKS & COURSE DETAILS: 

The courses have been drawn from Imray Chart C4 (Needles) and Admiralty Chart 2175 (Camden) with WGS 84 Datum.

A schematic drawing of the courses is provided for your assistance.  It is not to be used as a chart for navigation purposes.

MUSTER AREA:
North of yellow can Outfall Buoy off Poole Head -    50° 41.45’N
01° 55.40’W

START LINE:

An imaginary line running North/South 0.3nm from Muster

LAP/FINISH LINE:
A GATE formed by an orange pillar buoy laid 30 metres South of Bournemouth Pier head and a orange pillar buoy (Mark 1) laid 1 ½ cables South thereof.

NOTE 1:   Although there is only one buoy/mark shown on the chart, there are in fact 2 separate buoys.

The 2nd one is approximately 50 meters due West of the charted buoy.  Just to the North of the line between the 2 buoys is a weather station floating on the surface.  For the safety of yourselves and your boat, it is mandatory to round both of the buoys to the South of them – both buoys on your starboard side. 

NOTE 2:  On laps B and C, MARK 7 becomes a GATE with MARK 7A.  Mark 7 on your starboard side & Mark 7A on your port side, to give a separation zone.
